Section 18.86.030 Landscape plan.

(a) ExceptExcept for single-family dwellings, which are not model homes, a landscape Except for single-family dwellings, which are not model homes, a landscape plan shall be Except for single-family dwellings, which are not model homes, a landscape plan shall be approved by the City

bebe prepared by a licensed architect, or contractor, certified landscape designer, or other licensed or certified professional
inin a related field. Any changes toin a related field. Any changes to the approved plan which affectin a related field. Any changes to the approved plan which affect plant species or irrigation component coverage must
be approved by the City Planner. 
(b) The landscape plan shall  include the following:
(1) Scale,Scale, north arrow, locationScale, north arrow, location of adjacent streets, property lines,Scale, north arrow, location of adjacent streets, property lines, easements, sidewalks, drives, paved areas, buildings,
existingexisting trees (including street trees)and any other natural orand any other natural or manmade site featuresand any other natural or manmade site features influencing theand any other natural or manmade site features influencing the use of the site;
(2) Construction details pertinent to installation of the landscape in accordance with city standards;
(3) A note or calculation sheet with all landscape calculations relevant to the application of this section;
(4) AA plant listA plant list giving the common and botanical names of plants toA plant list giving the common and botanical names of plants to be used. This plant list shall be arranged in legend
formform withform with a key number assigned to each plant. On the plan, each plant shall be identified by a key number. The size of
the plant, its spacing and quantity to be used, shall follow in the landscape legend;
(5) PlantsPlants shall be selected apprPlants shall be selected appropriately basPlants shall be selected appropriately based upon their adaptability to the climatic, geologic and topographical
conditions of the site. Protection and preservation of native species and natural areas is encouraged;
(6) IrrigationIrrigation plans (at the same scale as the landscape plans) and specifications which comply with the Uniform
Plumbing Code, insure adequate irrigation coverage and include the following:
(A) Scale,Scale, nScale, north arrow, locations of adjacent streets, property lines, easements, sidewalks, drives, paved areas,
buildings,buildings, existing trees,buildings, existing trees, including street trees, and any other naturalbuildings, existing trees, including street trees, and any other natural or manmade site features influencing the use of the
site,
(B) IdentificationIdentification and description of automatic irrigation components to insurIdentification and description of automatic irrigation components to insure thaIdentification and description of automatic irrigation components to insure that vegetation is adequately serviced
through water-conserving features, 
(C) IdentificationIdentification of the system point of connection and size, water pressure available, aIdentification of the system point  of connection and size, water pressure avai lable, and maIdentification of the system point of connection and size, water pressure available, and maximum demand of the
system in gallons per minute,
(D) AllAll locations of irrigation valves, controllers, hose bibs, quick coupler valves, sprinkAll locations of irrigation valves, controllers, hose bibs, quick coupler valves, sprinkler heads anAll locations of irrigation valves, controllers, hose bibs, quick coupler valves, sprinkler heads and backflow
preventors,
(E) SizesSizes of irrigation lines. Schedule 40 P.V.C. is required for all pressured lines and under all paved areas. Piping must
bebe installed a minimum of twelve inches underground for nonpressurebe installed a minimum of twelve inches underground for nonpressure irrigation linesbe installed a minimum of twelve inches underground for nonpressure irrigation lines and eighteen inches underground
for constant pressure irrigation lines,
(F) AllAll irrigation systems shall  be designed to avoAll irrigation systems shall be designed to avoid runoAll irrigation systems shall be designed to avoid runoff, low head drainage, overspray or other similar conditions
where water blows onto adjacent property, nonirrigated areas, walks, roadways or structures,
(G) Trees,Trees, shrubs and other landscapingTrees, shrubs and other landscaping materialsTrees, shrubs and other landscaping materials shall be maintained in accordance with Section 11.04.100 of this
code.
(c) SuchSuch plans shall, at a minimum, identify all areas to be landscaped and include area and treeSuch plans shall, at a minimum, identify all areas to be landscaped and include area and tree calculationsSuch plans shall, at a minimum, identify all areas to be landscaped and include area and tree calculations and general
types of landscaping proposed for such areas. (Ord. 1148 § 2 (part), 1992).

Section 18.86.040 Trees.

Requirements for trees shall be as follows:
(a) One tree shall be provided for every three hundred square feet of required landscaped area.
(b) WithinWithin the parking area, one tree must be planted for every ten parkingWithin the parking area, one tree must be planted for every ten parking spaces or fraction thereof.Within the parking area, one tree must be planted for every ten parking spaces or fraction thereof. These trees must
bebe distributed throughout the parking area surfbe distributed throughout the parking area surface to pbe distributed throughout the parking area surface to provide shading within the parking lot. These trees shall count
toward the total number of trees required in subsection (a) of this section. 
(c) TreesTrees shall be planted and maintained in planters or Trees shall be planted and maintained in planters or landscapeTrees shall be planted and maintained in planters or landscape areas in all off-street parking areas so that at tree
maturitymaturity fifty percent of the parking area is shaded at solar noon on June 21st. This requirement shall not apply to the
development of single-family residences.
(d) OfOf the requiredOf the required trees, one tree shallOf the required trees, one tree shall be placed every thirty lineal feet of street frontage unless determined by the public
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works director that the species selected warrants greater spacing.
(e) EvergreenEvergreen trees shall be a minimum of six feet in height at time of planting. FiftyEvergreen trees shall be a minimum of six feet in height at time of  planting. Fif ty Evergreen trees shall be a minimum of six feet in height at time of planting. Fifty percent of deciduous trees shall
bebe a minimum caliper of one inchbe a minimum caliper of one inch atbe a minimum caliper of one inch at time of planting and fif ty percent shall be a minimum caliper of two inches at time
of planting.
(f) WhWhereWhere existing mature, healthy trees, as determined by the public works director, are removed as a result of any
construction,construction, they shall be replaced, on a one-for-one basis, withconstruction, they shall be replaced, on a one-for-one basis, with deciduous trees of a minimumconstruction, they shall be replaced, on a one-for-one basis, with deciduous trees of a minimum caliper of two and one-
halfhalf inches and evergreen trees with a minimum height of ten feet. These treeshalf inches and evergreen trees with a minimum height of ten feet. These trees shall counthalf inches and evergreen trees with a minimum height of ten feet. These trees shall count toward the total number of trees
required in subsection (a) of this section. 
(g) TreesTrees planteTrees planted or rTrees planted or removed from the public right-of-way are subject to the issuance of a tree work permit and all
provisionsprovisions as set forth in Chapter 11.16 of this code.provisions as set forth in Chapter 11.16 of this code. Placement, species andprovisions as set forth in Chapter 11.16 of this code. Placement, species and type of tree well covering are subject to city
approval prior to the issuance of the tree work permit.
(h) Trees shallTrees shall be placed in tree wells with a minimum four-footTrees shall be placed in tree wells with a minimum four-foot diameter or in landscaped areas no less than five feet
in width and depth. (Ord. 1142 § 2 (part), 1992).

Section 18.86.050 Parking lot landscaping.

Parking lot landscaping standards for all districts shall be as follows:
(a) LandscapeLandscape buffers which are a minimum of fiveLandscape buffers which are a minimum of five fLandscape buffers which are a minimum of five feet in width of landscaping shall be provided adjacent to public
rights-of-way.
(b) AllAll trees located within parking lotsAll trees located within parking lots shall be located in planting areas protected by six inches PCC ofAll trees located within parking lots shall be located in planting areas protected by six inches PCC of asphalt extended
curbs. Such curbs shall be at least four and one-half feet square.
(c) EachEach separate landscape area shall contain a minimum area of fifty square feet and shall have a minimum dimension
of at least five feet and shall include at least one tree.
(b) All parking lots within or a0djacent toAll parking lots within or a0djacent to residentially zoned properties shall have a minimum landscape area ofAll parking lots within or a0djacent to residential ly zoned propert ies shall have a minimum landscape area of five

feet in width along common lot lines except for office conversions in R-4 zones.
(c) TreesTrees shall be planted and maintainTrees shall be planted and maintained in plaTrees shall be planted and maintained in planters or landscape areas in all off-street parking areas so that at tree

maturity fifty percent of the parking area is shaded at solar noon on June 21st. (Ord. 1148 § 2 (part), 1992).

Section 18.86.060 Ground covering.

Ground covering over the landscaped or otherwise approved area may include:
(a) DecorativeDecorative rock, or otherDecorative rock, or other inert materials, up to twenty-five percent of the required landscaped area, unlessDecorative rock, or other inert materials, up to twenty-five percent of the required landscaped area, unless the public
works director approves a greater amount after consideration of the visual appearance of the site;
(b) Lawn or turf, subject to the limitation set out in Section 18.86.070;
(c) LivingLiving ground covers otherLiving ground covers other than lawn or turf must be planted in a manner suchLiving ground covers other than lawn or turf must be planted in a manner such that the area designed for the ground
cover is fully covered within three years. (Ord. 1148 § 2 (part), 1992).

Section 18.86.070 Water conservation.

InIn order to reduce water consumption, all landscaping plans approved under this section must complyIn order to reduce water consumption, all landscaping plans approved under this section must comply with theIn order to reduce water consumption, all landscaping plans approved under this section must comply with the following:
(a) The minimum dimension of each lawn or turf area shall be eight feet in width or length;
(b) The maximum slope of lawn or turf areas shall be three to one;
(c) In multifamily developments, lawn or turf areas shall not exceed fifty percent of the required landscape area;
(d) InIn model homes, commercial or industrial developments, lawn or turf areasIn model homes, commercial or industrial developments, lawn or turf areas shall not exceed twenty-five percentIn model homes, commercial or industrial developments, lawn or turf areas shall not exceed twenty-five percent of
the required landscape area;
(e) AnAn efficient water-conserving irrigation system including drip,An efficient water-conserving irrigation system including drip, lowAn efficient water-conserving irrigation system including drip, low arching and/or low gallonage heads must be used;
(f) SoilSoil must be improved by incorporating a minimum of three inches of organic soil amendment intoSoil must be improved by incorporating a minimum of three inches of organic soil amendment into the topSoil must be improved by incorporating a minimum of three inches of organic soil amendment into the top six inches
of soil, unless recommended otherwise by the soil report for the property;
(g) Soil in landscape areas shall be loosened to a minimum depth of six inches prior to planting;
(h) Nonporous material, such as solid plastic sheets, shall not be placed under the mulch;
(i) Nonturf areas shall emphasize low water consumptive plants. (Ord. 1148 § 2 (part), 1992).
